BEFORE YOUR FIRST USE

1. Read all instructions in this manual carefully. The information included in this book
will help you to use your WELBILT® Toaster Oven /Broiler to its fullest.

2. Place your oven on a level surface such as a countertop or table. Be sure the sides,

back, and top of the oven are at least four inches away from any walls, cabinets, or

objects on the counter or table.

Remove all stickers from the oven except the rating locate on the back.

Remove Oven RACK, BAKING/ DRIP PAN, and BROIL RACK and wash in hot and

sudsy water or in the dishwasher. Dry thoroughly before placing in the oven.

When you are ready to use the oven, plug the cord into a 120-volt AC outlet.

To eliminate any protective substance or oif that may have been used for packing and

shipping. set the Function/TEMPERATURE CONTROL to TOAST and the TOAST/TIME

CONTROL to 15 minutes. A small amount of smoke and odor may be detected.
This is normal.

/. To avoid scratching, marring, or discoloration, do not store anything on top of the
oven during operation.

8. Thhis appliance requires 1350 watts and should be the only appliance operating on
the circuit.

function/ Temperature Control-Choose the desired or recommended temperature up to 450° F,

Toast / Time Control-When you turn the knob to the left (counterclockwise) to the STAY

turn the knob to the right (clockwise). The timer is used for toasting, broiling, or baking

for 15 minutes or less, or as an independent timer.

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Power-On Light-llluminates when the oven is on.

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BAKING & HEATING

5. Wash oven RACK, broil rack and BAKING/ DRIP PAN in hot, sudsy water or in the
dishwasher. Rinse and dry thoroughly.

6. If crumbs and spills have accumulated on the CRUMB TRAY, let oven cool, unplug it
carry it to waste basket, pull down the crumb tray onthe bottom of the oven and wipe
with a damp cloth.
