IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions should always be
followed, including the following:

Read all instructions.

Do not touch hot surfaces. Use handles or knobs.
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3. Close supervision is necessary when any appliance used by or near children.

4. Toprotect against electric shock, do not immerse cord, plug, or any parts of

the oven in water or other liquid.

Do not let cord hang over edge of table or counter, or touch hot surfaces.

Do not operate appliance with damaged cord or plug or after the appliance

malfunctions, or has been damaged in any manner. Return appliance to the nearest

Authorized Service Center for examination, repair or adjustment.

7. The use of accessory attachments not recommended by the appliance manufacturer
may cause hazard or injury.

8. Donot place on or near a hot gas or electric burner, or in a heated oven. or in a
microwave oven,

9. When operating the oven, keep at least four inches of space on all sides of the oven
to allow for adequate air circulation.

10. Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning. Allow to cool before putting
on or taking off parts, and before cleaning.

11. To disconnect, turn the controf to OFF, then remove the plug. Always hold the plug,
but never pull the cord.

12. Extreme caution must be used when moving an appliance containing hot oil or other

ot liguids.

13. Do not cover CRUMB TRAY or any part of the oven with metal foil. This may cause
overheating of the oven.

14. Use extreme caution when removing tray or disposing of hot grease or other hot
liquids.

15. Do not clean with metal scouring pads. Pieces can break off the pad and touch
electrical parts, creating a risk of electric shock.

16. Oversized foods or metal utensils must not be inserted in a toaster-oven as they may
create a fire or risk of electric shock.

17. Afire may occur if the oven is covered or touching flammable material, including
curtains, draperies, walls, and the like, when in operation. Do not store any item on
the oven during operation.

18. Extreme caution should be exercised when using containers constructed of other
than metal or glass.

19. Do not place any of the following materials in the oven: cardboard, plastic, paper, or
anything similar.

20. Do not store any materials, other than manufacturer's recommended accessories, in
this oven when not in use.

21, This appliance is off when both the TOAST/TIME and TEMPERATURE controls are in
the OFF position. :

22. Always wear protective, insulated oven mitts when inserting or removing items from
the hot oven.

23. This appliance has a tempered, safety glass door. The glass is stronger than ordinary
glass and more resistant o breakage. Tempered glass can break, but the pieces will
not have sharp edges. Avoid scratching door surface or nicking edges. If the door
has a scratch or nick, contact our toll-free Consumer Relations line before using the
oven.

24. Do not use outdoors.

25. Do not use appliance for other than intended use.

26. This appliance is for HOUSEHOLD USE ONLY.
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SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS

This unit has a short power supply cord to reduce the risk resulting from becoming

entangled in or tripping over a long cord. An extension cord may be used if you are

careful in its use.

1. The electrical rating of the extension cord should be at least as great as the electrical
rating of the appliance.

2. An extension cord with the power cord must be arranged so that it will not drape over
the countertop or tabletop where they can be pulled on by children or tripped over
accidentally.

Your oven is equipped with a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the other). To reduce
the risk of electric shock, this plug must fit into a polarized outlet only one way. If plug
does not fully fit into the outlet, reverse the plug. If does not fit, contact a qualified
electrician. Do not attempt to defeat this safety feature.

Know Your Xpress Toast - Toaster/ Pizza Oven & Broiler
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BEFORE YOUR FIRST USE

1. Read all instructions in this manual carefully. The information included in this book
will help you to use your WELBILT®Xpress Toast-Toaster/ Pizza Oven & Broiler to
it's fullest.

2. Place your oven on a level surface such as a countertop or table. Be sure the sides,

back, and top of the oven are at least four inches away from any walls, cabinets, or

objects on the counter or table.

Remove all stickers from the oven except the rating locate on the back.

Remove OVEN RACK, BAKING/ DRIP PAN and BROIL RACK, and wash in hot and

sudsy water or in the dishwasher. Dry thoroughly before placing in the oven.

When you are ready to use the oven, plug the cord into a 120-volt AC outlet.

. To eliminate any protective substance or oil that nay have been used for packing and
shipping, set the FUNCTION/TEMPERATURE CONTROL to TOAST and the TOAST/TIME
CONTROL to 15 minutes. A small amount of smoke and odor may be detected.

This is normal.

7. To avoid scratching, marring, or discoloration, do not store anything on top of the

oven during operation.

8. This appliance requires 1300 watts and should be the only appliance operating on
the circuit.

Using Your Toaster Oven/Broiler

Please familiarize yourself with following oven functions and accessories
prior to the first use:

Function / Temperature Control- Choose the desired or recommended temperature up to
450°F, TOAST or BROIL,

Toast / Time Control- When you turn the knob to the left (counterclockwise) to the STAY
ON position, the oven will remain ON until it is manually shut off. To activate the timer,

turn the knob to the right (clockwise). The timer is used for toasting, broiling, or baking

for 15 minutes or less, or as an independent timer. When the time has elapsed or the

knob is manually turned to the OFF position, a beli will sound and it will automatically

shut off.
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Xpress Toast Lever-Push the lever down when the door is closed, this lowers the upper
heating elements so they are closer to the food being toasted. Note: The lever will not lock
in the down position if the door is open. To release the Xpress Toast lever, pull the
oven door open, do not force lever up.

Power-On Light- llluminates when the oven is on.

Crumb Tray-Swing down for cleaning. When the oven is being used, the crumb tray should
always be in place at the bottom of the oven.
Baking/ Drip Pan- Used in different combinations with the broil rack for broiling, baking

and heating.
Operation

CAUTION: Appliance surfaces are hot during and after use.

BAKING & HEATING

Both the top and bottom element will cycle on and off during this oven function to

maintain the desired oven temperature. _

1. Turnthe TEMPERATURE CONTROL clockwise to the desired temperature. Bake
according to package or recipe instructions.

2. Preheat the oven for 5 minutes for baking and heating by turning the TOAST/ TIME

CONTROL clockwise to the DARK setting. After 5 minutes, the bell will sound and

the oven will automatically shut off.

Place food to be baked or heated, in the center of the oven and close door.

Turn the TOAST/ TIME CONTROL clockwise to the desired time. When the time has

elapsed, the bell will ring and the oven will automatically shut off. Turn the

TEMPERATURE CONTROL to OFF.

5. When baking or heating for more than 15 minutes, turn the TOAST/ TIME
CONTROL counterclockwise to the STAY ON position. When food is done, turn the
TEMPERATURE and TOAST/ TIME controls to OFF.

BROILING/TOP BROWINING
Only the top element will heat when this oven function is used.
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1. Place the rack in the oven so that the food to be broiled will be at least 1" from the
heating elements on the top of the oven.

2. Place the food in the oven so it is at least 1" from the heating elements at the top of the
oven. Never cover the rack with aluminum foil as this prevents juices and fat from
dripping into the BAKING/ DRIP PAN.

3. Place the food to be broiled on the rack and close the oven door.Always use the

BAKING/-DRIP PAN and BROIL RACK when broiling so that it will catch any juices

that drip during broiling. Never cover the rack etc.

Place the food to be broiled on the rack and close the oven door.

Turn the TEMPERATURE CONTROL clockwise to BROIL.

Turn the TOAST/ TIME CONTROL clockwise to the desired time or counter-clockwise

to STAY-ON. A

7. When broiling food that needs to be cooked on both sides, set the TOAST/ TIME

: CONTROL for the time necessary for one side. When the bell rings, the oven will

automatically shut off. Open the door. Pull the rack and BAKING/DRIP PAN about

halfway out of the oven with a potholder. Turn the food, slide the rack and pan into
the oven and close the door. Turn the TOAST/TIME CONTROL to the desired time.

When the time elapses, the bell will ring and the oven will automatically shut off.

Turn the TEMPERATURE CONTROL to OFF.,

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Toast up to four slices of bread . When toasting only one or two slices of bread, center
the bread in the oven,

Turn the FUNCTION/TEMPERATURE CONTROL clockwise to the TOAST setting.
Turn the Toast/Time Control clockwise to the desired toast color from Light to Dark
keeping in mind that toasting using Xpress Toast is 2 to 3 times fastor than toastingin a
conventional toaster oven.

Push the Xpress Toast Lever down when the door is closed, this lowers the upper
heating elements so they are closer to the food being toasted. Note: The lever will not
lock in the down position if the door is open. To release the Xpress Toast lever, pull
the oven door open, do not force lever up.

The bell will ring and the oven will automatically shut off when the toast is done.

Turn the FUNCTION / TEMPERATURE CONTROL counter-clockwise to OFF,

Your new Xpress Toast - Toaster/Pizza Oven & Broiler has been specially designed to
accommodate 9" pizzas. In addition a 9" pizza pan has been included for your convenience,
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imply follow the directions on the pizza box and follow the directions on pgs5 for Baking

and Heating.

CAUTION: Allow at least 1" air space between the top of a glass or ceramic container and
the upper heating elements. Never use glass lids on glass or metal bakeware. If 3 lid is
necessary, cover tightly with aluminum foil.

. Turnthe FUNCTION/TEMPERATURE and TOAST/ TIME controls to the OFF

and unplug before cleaning.

Allow oven and accessories to cool completely before cleaning.

Clean the outside of the oven with a damp cloth and dry thoroughly. A nonabrasive
liquid cleaner may be used for stubborn stains. Rinse and dry thoroughly. Do not use
metal scouring pads or abrasive cleaners that will scratch the surface.

Clean the glass door with a cloth or sponge dampened with warm, sudsy water.

Dry thoroughly.

Wash OVEN RACK, BROIL RACK and BAKING/ DRIP PAN in hot, sudsy water or in the
dishwasher. Rinse and dry thoroughly.

If crumbs and spills have accumulated on the bottom of the oven,wait until the oven is cool.
Unplug it, and carry the oven to a waste basket or your sinkand pull down the crumb tray

to the bottom of the oven before returning the oven to the countertop.

DO NOT use abrasive cleaners or metal scouring pads to clean OVEN RACK, BROIL
RACK or BAKING/ DRIP PAN. For stubborn stains, clean with a nylon

or polyester mesh pad and a mild, nonabrasive cleaner such as Soft Scrub®,Cameo® or
Bon Ami*, Rinse and dry thoroughly.

The walls on the inside of the oven have a Quick-Clean coating. Remove spatter after
use with a nylon or polyester mesh pad, sponge, or cloth dampened with warm water.
Blot dry with a paper towel or soft, dry cloth.

DONOT use cleaning agents, cleansers, or metal scouring pads on the Quick-Clean
coating as this may reduce its effectiveness.



What is Covered and For How Long?

This warranty covers all defects in workmanship or materials in the mechanical and electrical parts, arising
under normal usage and care, in this Welbilt* product for a period of 12 months from the date of purchase
provided you are able to present a valid proof-of-purchase.
