without inserting any bread.

for English muffins, bagels etc.
The Browning Control setting
will vary according to the .
moisture content and thickness
of the baked goods which you
toast.

. Frozen bread and other baked

goods will normally require the
Browning Control to be set one
position higher than fresh food.
A lower browning position
should be selected when
toasting dry bread or reheating
toast.

. After selecting desired

browning level, place bread
or baked goods in slot, and

- depress Toasting Lever until it

locks into position. This will
lower the food into the slot
and switch on the heating
element. The toasting rack will
automatically adjust to center
the food for even browning.
