4. Never operate this appliance if it has a damaged plug or cord, if it is
not working properly, if it has been dropped or damaged in any man-
ner, or dropped into water.

This appliance is equipped with ALCI (Appliance Leakage Circuit
Interrupter). This is an innovation in personal care, specifically engi-
neered for safety. It is for household use only and may be plugged into
any 120V AC electrical outlet.

HOW YOUR APPLIANCE
WITH ALCI WORKS

This unit is provided with an Appliance Leakage Current Interrupter
(ALCI) safety device built into the plug. This device will make it inopera-
ble under some abnormal conditions, such as accidental immersion in
water. The ALCI safety device is equipped with a test button so that its
operation can be checked.

Before attempting to use your 1875 Watt Hairdryer, you should become
familiar with all of the parts. Read all of the instructions and 
safeguards carefully.

Identify all parts of your 1875 Watt Hairdryer according to the drawing
below, so that you have no doubts when reading the instructions 
that follow.

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ADDITIONAL IMPORTANT
SAFEGUARDS

Never block Air Intake Grill, as this will cause the unit to overheat. Should
this happen, a built-in safety system will operate, and the unit will shut off
automatically. At this point, turn the switch to OFF and wait a while before
attempting to operate appliance again. If the unit fails to operate after 10
minutes, it may indicate that the appliance has sustained extensive inter-
nal damage.

Do not try to repair it yourself. Take it to an electrical service facility.

CAUTION:
The heating section should never be touched, as it may be hot and burns
may occur.

This product has been designed to operate safely when held by the han-
dle. When operating do not hold by the AC power cord.

If the cord appears worn or becomes worn during operation, return unit
for inspection and servicing.

To avoid possible scalp or hair burns, use highest heat/speed selection
on wet hair only. Reduce to lower setting as becomes more dry.

NOTE: Your new appliance is designed with a protective coating around
the heating coils. When plugged in and operating for the first time, there
may be a little momentary smoking while the coating is initially heated.
This represents no danger to the user and does not indicate a defect in
the unit. When using for the first time, allow the appliance to continue run-
ning until the smoke dissipates. This should only last about 30 seconds.

TO USE
1. Before turning on the Hairdryer, you must first press the RESET

button on the ALCI safety device.

2. Plug the appliance into AC electrical outlet.

3. Press the TEST button. The RESET button will pop out. This verifies
that the safety device is working properly.
Should the RESET button not pop out, do not use the appliance.
Return immediately for service.

4. Press the RESET button to re-activate your ALCI safety device and
use your appliance. 

NOTE: Repeat the above-mentioned procedure each time you use your
Hairdryer to ensure that the safety device is operational. 

Should this appliance encounter an electrical shock hazard at any time, it
will immediately shut off. To restore power, press the RESET button on
the ALCI safety device to re-activate the circuit. If the appliance is
immersed in water, do not attempt to reset the ALCI safety device. Please
take the unit to the nearest servicing facility for examination.

POLARIZED PLUG
This appliance has a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the other).
As a safety feature, this plug fits in a polarized outlet only one way. If the
plug does not fit into the outlet, reverse the plug and try again. If it still
does not fit, contact a qualified electrician. Do not attempt to defeat this
safety feature.
